Highland is a college preparatory
school that has 22 AP classes
offered with 965 tests given in the
spring of 2018, the most National
Board Certified Teachers in the
state, an IB Diploma program, a
Freshman Success Program that
serves 465 ninth grade students
(which has received recognition at
the state level from the Trust Lands
Administration), Youth Advocates
for 10h, 11th, and 12" grade
students, an award winning Visual
Arts program, and an annual Day of
Service which provides over 2,000
hours of service to the community.
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Highland values a comprehensive
education; offering a wide range
of academic, vocational,
technical, family science, and fine
arts courses. Highland is home to
the Salt Lake District Arts Academy
and has a very strong visual arts
department. Our AP pass rate for
the visual art students is double the
national average. In additfion,
college courses are available to
students who exhaust Advance
Placement offerings. These
sfudents may participate in courses
offered in Salt Lake Community
College and the University of Utah.
Other courses are offered
throughout the district in the Career
and Technical Center, Highland,
East and West High Schools.
